INTRODUCTION

Welcome! We are looking forward to sharing with you this journey of faith as you get ready to receive the Sacrament of Confirmation. As you will see, Confirmation Ministry involves learning, sharing, serving, fellowship, spiritual growth and fun! You will be given the opportunity to learn more about your Catholic faith and what it means to be a disciple of Jesus Christ. Confirmation is the Sacrament in which one is enriched by the gift of the Holy Spirit and bound more perfectly to the Church. It strengthens us and obliges us to be witnesses to Christ by word and deed and to spread and defend the faith. It is the Sacrament in which one enters into full membership in the Catholic Church. Confirmation perfects Baptismal grace; it is the Sacrament which gives us the Holy Spirit in order to root us more deeply as children of God, incorporate us more firmly into Christ, strengthen our bond with the Church, associate us more closely with her mission, and help us to bear witness to the Christian faith in words accompanied by deeds.

Confirmation, like Baptism, imprints a spiritual mark or indelible character on the Christian soul; for this reason one can receive this Sacrament only once. A Christian does not live as a child of God through his or her own efforts alone, but through the grace of God. We see this in a practical way when we look back on our own lives and the lives of others, even the lives of saints. Therefore, it is our duty to seek the grace that God offers us in order to live our lives as Christians in the way that God intends.

WHO MAY BE CONFIRMED?

Confirmation candidates:

*are in 7th or 8th grade and not yet confirmed

*have received the sacraments of Baptism, Reconciliation, and Eucharist.

*are sincere in practicing their faith

*are in the state of grace

*demonstrate knowledge and understanding of the responsibilities of a member of the Catholic Church

*are aware of the initiation aspect of the Sacrament of Confirmation and be committed to continuing the faithful practice and study of their religion after receiving the Sacrament
*have a sincere desire to receive the sacrament as well as an appreciation of sacramental life
*register with their parish for the Sacrament of Confirmation (Confirmation Registration Form)

EXPECTATIONS IN DETAIL

The following explains each of the Confirmation expectations in detail and in some cases, the reasons the requirements are important to the formation of the candidate. Please remember that while in many cases we list a minimum requirement for Confirmation, the candidates should be encouraged to make many of these activities a regular part of their life.

Participate in Mass on Saturday evening or Sunday each week

The parent(s) and the Confirmation candidate should have a sincere intention of participating in Mass every week. Participating in the Eucharistic life of the community is both a privilege and an obligation of all confirmed Catholics. This is also an important way that parents demonstrate to their children the importance they place on the faith they are handing on to their children. Worshipping as a community we build up the Body of Christ. If your family has not been attending Mass regularly in the past, we are confident that by doing so you will notice many benefits it will bring your family and candidate.

Participate in Confirmation sessions

Participation in the Confirmation sessions is extremely important in preparing the candidates for reception of the Sacrament. When a session is missed, the candidate loses time for fellowship and prayer as well as the material covered that session. We expect that you will make these gatherings a priority and therefore make a sincere effort to adjust your other obligations accordingly. Students are expected to be prepared for the sessions and to actively participate. Contact your coordinator immediately if critical circumstances will not allow you to attend a session. The coordinator will determine an appropriate at-home assignment so that he/she doesn’t fall behind in their formation. Excessive absenteeism can affect the candidate’s ability to enter fully into this important period of formation.

Choosing a sponsor and mentor

The Confirmation sponsor should be a person who is a strong role model as a faith-filled Catholic. This person will be a companion in your faith journey and will vouch for your readiness to receive the sacrament. The sponsor should therefore be able to meet regularly with the candidate, spend time building a bond with them, help him/her prepare for the Sacrament through prayer, study, service and discussion and be in physical attendance at the rehearsal and the confirmation. Attendance by proxy is allowed in certain situations, such as the sponsor living out-of-town and being unable to travel to the celebration. 

Requests for proxy should be directed to the Coordinator of Youth Ministry.

The sponsor:

􀂙 must be a practicing Roman Catholic who attends Mass regularly and is living according to the

    teachings of the Catholic Church
􀂙 supports the person to be confirmed in their commitment to a Christian life

􀂙 must know the candidate and be willing to serve as a strong and long lasting

    Christian influence on the candidate

􀂙 must be fully initiated themselves, having received Baptism, Confirmation

    and Eucharist

􀂙 verification of Confirmation 

􀂙 should be sufficiently mature in their faith commitment

􀂙 may be either male or female for any candidate

􀂙 must be reasonably informed on current church teachings

􀂙 may participate with the candidate at special liturgies and Confirmation Ministry
    programs

􀂙 may not be the parents of the candidate

􀂙 assists in determining the candidate’s readiness for the sacrament

􀂙 presents the candidate to the minister of Confirmation (Archbishop or Bishop)
Please note: Preference is usually given to the candidate’s Godparents, which most fully expresses the integral connection between Baptism and Confirmation. If you are using a proxy sponsor, he/she must also meet the above criteria. 

Along with this guide you will find a Confirmation Sponsor Information Form.
This form is due back at the time of the parent/ sponsor/ candidate meeting on October 22nd.

Choose a new Confirmation name or keep Baptismal name 
In both the Old and New Testament, when God had a new mission for someone, He often gave them a new name. Even without a new name, your name has always told others who you are. God calls on each of us to fulfill a special mission. It may be converting nonbelievers, helping the poor, being a peacemaker or one of many other callings. Confirmation may be the continuation of a mission you began at Baptism, or the beginning of a new mission. Therefore there are two options when deciding on a Confirmation name:
First- Because Confirmation is the strengthening of the work that God began in your life at your Baptism; it is recommended that you give first preference to using your Baptismal name for Confirmation. This shows the integral link between Baptism and Confirmation (note: this applies only if your Baptismal name was a Saint’s, holy person’s, or expresses Christianity.)

Second- Perhaps you see Confirmation as the beginning of a new mission for you and a fresh beginning in your faith journey. Then you may choose a new name for Confirmation. Your Confirmation name should be that of a saint you admire or the saint name of someone you know and look up to as a Christian role-model.

Once the candidate has decided on his/her Confirmation name, they must send it to the Coordinator of Youth Ministry via e-mail by March 3, 2015 and no later than March 10, 2015.
Participate in Parent/ Candidate and Parent/ Sponsor/ Candidate sessions
The purpose of the meetings is to bring the candidate, parents, and sponsor together and continue to build their bond as partners in faith that started at Baptism.
Participate in the Chosen: Called To Be More JH Event (Confirmation Retreat) 
Retreats or large events provide a unique opportunity for the candidates to spend an extended time in discernment and reflect on the gifts of the Spirit and reflect on their relationship with God and their faith life. It is therefore required that each candidate attends and participates in a designated event/retreat hosted by the parishes or archdiocese as a piece of their formation.

Be regularly involved in social justice activities/ Active in a parish ministry
An awareness of the importance of and vital need for performing service to others is critical in preparing the candidates for Confirmation. Throughout Scripture we are called to love our neighbor and stand up for justice and peace. Since service and justice are so important to who we are as Catholic Christians, we ask that the candidates make his/her service a priority. Serving others is not something we do “to get it over with”. It is something we do because we recognize the presence of Jesus in all persons and in all of God’s creation. Therefore it is encouraged that the candidates get involved in a new service activity or ministry which can be an ongoing and a regular commitment. Some things to think about when considering your service are:

-What unique gifts or talents has God given me that can be used to serve others around me?
-What are people’s needs or problems and what can I do to help?

-Who needs time, effort, work or service from me?

Once you identify where service is needed, make specific plans and follow through with those commitments.

“You shall love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, with all your being,

with all your strength, and with all your mind, and your neighbor as

yourself. He replied to him, ‘You have answered correctly; do this and you

will live.’” (Lk. 10: 27-28)
There are many, many opportunities to serve at the church and in the community. Just a few examples are:

*Assist with Liturgy of the Word for Children at Sunday Mass (St. Anthony)

*Be a Lector (read at Mass), Usher, Greeter, and Server ministries
*Train to become a Eucharistic Minister after Confirmation

*Visit an elderly or homebound person in the neighborhood regularly 

*Serve at a local food pantry

Can’t think of anything? Consult with the Youth Ministry Coordinator. 
It is important for the candidates to become aware of the many opportunities that are available for them to meditate, celebrate and further their relationship with God.

Participate in Confirmation Rehearsal

All candidates and their sponsors (or a proxy) must attend the Confirmation rehearsal on April 27, 2015 at St. Cecilia’s in Oakley.
Participate in the Liturgy and Rite of Confirmation

Confirmation will be on April 29, 2015 at St. Cecilia’s in Oakley.

ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARENTS

“As the primary educators of their children: parents are to be intimately involved

in the catechesis for Confirmation. This will help them renew and strengthen

their own faith, besides enabling them to set a better example for their

children.”(NCD, no. 119)

Because parents:

· Are the primary educators of their children

· Are responsible for initiating their children into the sacramental life

· Serve as models for their child by being committed Christians

Parents should expect to:

• Worship on Sundays with your families regularly

• Be actively involved in the formation of their child by being a mentor
• Engage in discussions about the material being studied including sharing your understanding and      perspective
• Encourage your child to reflect and thoughtfully consider the decision to receive the Sacrament of Confirmation
• Pray for your child’s spiritual growth every day
• Support and encourage completion of assignments, activities and expectations
• Emphasize the importance of the sacrament of Confirmation by taking an active part in the celebration of Confirmation
• Assist in service opportunities, meetings, sessions, retreats, and spiritual events
• Faithfully bring your child and yourself, to meetings, programs, and activities that are planned to assist your child in formation for the Sacrament of Confirmation and their continued discipleship
What is mentor meeting?     Who can be a mentor?     What does a mentor do?
1. Mentor Group meetings – Mentors (parents) and candidates are asked to form groups with 2-3 other candidates and mentors.  (It helps to organize these prior to the registration meeting if possible.  If not, we will assign you a mentor group.)  These groups then, will coordinate a convenient time to meet once or sometimes, twice, a month for (6) months.  Each candidate/mentor team will host about 1-2 meetings.  (The sessions are described in the leader’s guide.) 

a. A Mentor: Each candidate needs to have a mentor, preferably a parent of the candidate.  The mentor should be an active, practicing member of the Catholic faith who can help the candidate with the sessions plus aid the student in finding a way to serve the greater community and parish.  It is important that the mentor is willing to honestly share the ups-and-downs of living out his/her Catholic faith. This person must be Virtus trained and go through a background check. This is a Safe Environment Archdiocesan and parish policy when working with young people. If the mentor is not already certified to work with young people, the coordinator will assist in getting them started. This role will take commitment and sacrifice from the mentor to help prepare with candidate, but our hope is a strong faith-filled relationship will form because of it. 
b. A Mentor Group Coordinator: Each mentor group should have an adult mentor coordinate and lead their group.  This mentor coordinator will help distribute important information from the Confirmation Team and regularly e-mail the progress and challenges of the mentor group after each session to the coordinator of Confirmation.
 
How do you mentor a meeting?
Mentors and candidates are asked to form groups with 2-3 other candidates and mentors. This should make groups no larger than 10 people and no less than 6.  These groups can then coordinate a convenient time to meet once or sometimes, twice a month.  (If a candidate cannot attend a group meeting, then that candidate and his/ her mentor may do the session alone.) All candidates should bring their Decision Point workbooks, a pen, and later on, a Bible, to each meeting.  Each Decision Point session is about 120 minutes or 2 hours. 
Each candidate/mentor team will host 1-2 meetings.  This will be decided between your groups.  It would be helpful to share contact information and remind each other of your responsibilities for each meeting.

The host candidate/mentor will make sure they read through the pages in the leader’s guide on that session and be familiar with the videos. They will be responsible for leading the session with the group by using the Decision Point leader’s guide. The mentor leader and other mentors should really try to get everyone involved in the discussions. Feel free to extend the discussion questions beyond the suggestions and the journaling questions.  The Decision Point videos have lots of great content to talk about. Each session covers a different topic, has a quick session overview, and objectives for the leader to look at before the session. 
The structures of the sessions are set up around six short video clips around 3 to 15 minutes. They are broken down into 6 steps. Welcome, Opening Prayer, Engage- Watch & Discuss, Journal, Announcements, and Closing Prayer. Everything is laid out in the leader guide to help the person lead the meeting with confidence. There is also a free phone app for it, search Decision Point Catholic App. It has all the videos, guides, prayers, and other helpful tools.

PERMISSION, RELEASE AND MEDICAL POWER OF ATTORNEY (rev. 6-2006) 

1. I, the lawful parent or guardian of (the “child”), give permission for my child  to participate in the activity described on the Activity Information form and release from all liability and indemnify the Archbishop of Cincinnati (“the Archbishop”), both individually and as trustee for the Archdiocese of Cincinnati and all  parishes and schools within the Archdiocese (the “Archdiocese”), and their officers, agents, representatives, volunteers, and  employees from any and all liability, claims, judgments, cost and expenses, including attorneys’ fees, arising out of = any injury or illness incurred by my child while participating in or traveling to or from the activity and further agree not to bring or prosecute or allow to be brought or prosecuted (including but not limited to prosecution through subrogation) in my name,  or on behalf of my Child, any claims, lawsuits or actions against the Archbishop, the Archdiocese, and their officers, agents,  representatives, volunteers and employees. 

2. I further understand that my Child’s participation is purely voluntary and is a privilege and not a right, and that my Child, and I on behalf of my Child, elect to participate in spite of the risks. 

3. I agree to instruct my child to cooperate with the Archbishop or his agents in charge of the activity. 

4. I appoint the Archbishop or his agents who are acting as leaders of the activity as my attorney in fact to act for me in my name and my behalf, in any way that I would act if I were personally present, with respect to the following matters if any  injury, illness or medical emergency occurs during the activity or related travel: 

(i) To give any and all consents and authorizations to any physicians, dentist, hospital or other persons or institutions pertaining to any emergency medications, medical or dental treatments, diagnostic or surgical procedures or any other emergency actions as our attorney shall deem necessary or appropriate for the best interest of the Child. 

(ii) I understand that the agents of the Archbishop will make a reasonable attempt to contact me as soon as possible in the event of a medical emergency involving my child. 

5. This power of attorney shall lapse automatically upon completion of the activity and related travel. 

6. I agree that the Archbishop or his agents may use my child’s portrait or photograph for promotional purposes, website and office functions. 

7. This acknowledgement and release is intended to be as broad and inclusive as permitted by the law of the State of  Ohio, and if any portion hereof is declared invalid, it is agreed that the balance shall, notwithstanding, continue in full legal force and effect. This acknowledgement and release shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Ohio, except for the choice of law provisions thereof.  I have carefully read and understand and accept the terms and conditions stated herein and acknowledge that this Permission, Release and Medical Power of Attorney shall be effective and binding upon me, my Child, and my own and my Child’s personal representative or estate, assigns, heirs, and next of kin and that I have signed this agreement of my own free will.

One of the Baptismal sponsors is not only allowed, but is in fact desired as the Confirmation sponsor, so as to emphasize the relationship between Baptism and Confirmation.” (Canon 893)  This person is an active witness of the Catholic faith in both word and deed, and is able to perform the duties of a Confirmation Sponsor.
